Give 
examples of things I 
am committed to and 
explain which ones 
are more or less

* describe some of 
the ways that Jews 
choose to show 
commitment to God 
and start to 
understand that they 
do this in different 
ways 

*talk about some of 
the things that are 
important to 
Christians during 
worship and explain 
some of the 
symbolism eg bread 
and wine in Holy 
Communion
