Declarative knowledge
‘I Know’
	Introduction to A Level Drama & Theatre (Term 1.1)
Improvisation & Theatre Practitioners Study (including Stanislavski, Brecht, Artaud, Grotowski, Berkoff, Frantic Assembly, Meyerhold)

Students will further develop their knowledge of spontaneous and devised improvisation, fine-tuning ‘performance skills’ and using imagination as per the requirements at Level 3 (A Level). They will also explore and know about the methodology and strategies of renowned and essential practitioners including: Konstantin Stanislavski, Bertolt Brecht, Antonin Artaud, Jerzy Grotowski, Steven Berkoff, Frantic Assembly, Vsevolod Meyerhold (for consideration when approaching Component 1).

Component 1: Devising (Term 1 & 2)
Performance & Portfolio (Performing & Designing) 

Students will further develop and consolidate their knowledge of how to work from stimuli and how to use to devise theatre. Students will know ‘what’ to expect for ‘Devising Drama / Theatre’ with focus on an extract from a selected play text and chosen practitioner, as a starting point, following the expectations of the A Level syllabus for this first actual examination. Students will perform and/or design for this study / exam.


Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Study & Written Exam Preparation

Students will explore set exam text ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ by Dario Fo. They will know what the plot, sub-plot, themes, and characters present. They will know what language means through experimentation and development of key moments within the play. Students will know about the time period it was written in for context.

Students know about ‘performance skills’ and ‘production skills’ and will use a range of approaches to explore further and develop characterisation and approaches to design in preparation for the final examination in Year 13 (June). This will support the two exam questions on an extract from the play, one as a performer and one as a designer.

They will further learn about the importance of sustainable and believable characters by building characters from observation, given circumstances and by applying objectives and super-objectives. Additionally, they will explore the impact of SCHP (Social, Cultural, Historical and Political) contexts.

Students will know the expectations of the A Level Drama & Theatre examination framework for Component 3, Section B.

Component 3: Section A Study (Live Performance Review) (Term 2)
Written Exam Preparation: ‘Small Island’ (NT Live)

Students will explore ‘Small Island’ - NT Live (Helen Edmundson), through performance and design work, and will know ‘what’ to expect for writing the Live Performance Review following the expectations of the A Level syllabus to fine-tune their understanding of examination framework expectations.
	Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Study & Written Exam Preparation

Students will explore set exam text ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ by Dario Fo. They will know what the plot, sub-plot, themes, and characters present. They will know what language means through experimentation and development of key moments within the play. Students will know about the time period it was written in for context.

Students know about ‘performance skills’ and ‘production skills’ and will use a range of approaches to explore further and develop characterisation and approaches to design in preparation for the final examination in Year 13 (June). This will support the two exam questions on an extract from the play, one as a performer and one as a designer.

They will further learn about the importance of sustainable and believable characters by building characters from observation, given circumstances and by applying objectives and super-objectives. Additionally, they will explore the impact of SCHP (Social, Cultural, Historical and Political) contexts.

Students will know the expectations of the A Level Drama & Theatre examination framework for Component 3, Section B.

Component 3: Section C Study (Woyzeck / Artaud) (Term 3) 
Study & Written Exam Preparation

Students will explore set exam text ‘Woyzeck’ by Georg Buchner., alongside given practitioner Antonin Artaud. They will know what the plot, sub-plot, themes, and characters present. They will know what language means through experimentation and development of key moments within the play. They will study and explore the SCHP contexts of the play and how it is relevant to a modern audience in depth.

Students know about ‘directorial approach’ and ‘performance concept’ and will use a range of developmental ideas to explore further and develop characterisation and approaches to design in preparation for the final examination in Year 13 (June). This will support the one exam question on an extract from the play and the play as a whole, from a directorial viewpoint, taking the given practitioner Antonin Artaud’s methodologies and ideology into account when discussing influence. 

Students will know the expectations of the A Level Drama & Theatre examination framework for Component 3, Section C.

	Introduction to A Level Drama & Theatre (Term 1.1)
Students will know how to apply ‘performance skills’ to spontaneous and devised improvisation, fine-tuning ‘performance skills’. Component 1: Devising (Term 1 & 2)
Students will know how to use stimuli to develop ideas, create and deliver a performance. They will know how to link their ideas back to their given starting point and will embed their chosen practitioner’s methodology and strategies in their performance work. They will know how to work effectively in a group and to analyse and evaluate their work in reflection (portfolio).

Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Students will know how to unpick the text of ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’; plot, sub-plot, SCHP contexts, themes, characterisations, and language, and apply acquired knowledge to performance.

Students will know how to apply performance and production skills to ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ as a performer and designer. 

Students will know how to answer the questions posed in the written exam - Component 3, Section B.

Component 3: Section A Study (Live Performance Review) (Term 2)
Students will know how to interpret a script for performance, including blocking/stage planning to bring a script to life. They will know how to plan and design different theatre crafts for performance. They will know how to analyse and evaluate a live performance taken from their study. They will know how to apply to questions asked in Section A of the Component 3 Written Exam. 
	Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Students will know how to unpick the text of ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’; plot, sub-plot, SCHP contexts, themes, characterisations, and language, and apply acquired knowledge to performance.

Students will know how to apply performance and production skills to ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ as a performer and designer. 

Students will know how to answer the questions posed in the written exam - Component 3, Section B.

Component 3: Section C Study (Woyzeck / Artaud) (Term 3)
Students will know how to interpret a script for performance as a director, planning to bring a script to life.

Students will know how to unpick the text of ‘Woyzeck’ applying their given practitioner (Artaud) methodologies and ideology; plot, sub-plot, SCHP contexts, themes, characterisations, and language, and apply acquired knowledge to performance.

Students will know how to apply performance and production skills to ‘Woyzeck’ as a director. 

Students will know how to answer the questions posed in the written exam - Component 3, Section C.

	Introduction to A Level Drama & Theatre (Term 1.1)
Students will know when to apply performance skills and appropriate practitioner methodology and strategies to explorative, developmental and performance work.	

Component 1: Devising (Term 1 & 2)
Students will know when to link ideas back to the original starting point / stimuli in practice (play extract and practitioner influence) and reflect through analysis and evaluation (portfolio). 

Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Students will know when to apply different performance / design skills and strategies of approach to exploration, development, performance work and analysis / evaluation of ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ (Component 3, Section B - Written Exam) from the viewpoint of a performer and a designer.


Component 3: Section A Study (Live Performance Review) (Term 2)
Students will know when to take influence from text and live performance in designing theatre crafts for the stage. They will know when to apply performance skills to text exploration. They will know when to draw connections between performance and design in a Live Performance Review. They will know when to apply performance and design skills to answer questions asked in Section A of the Component 3 Written Exam. 
	Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
Students will know when to apply different performance / design skills and strategies of approach to exploration, development, performance work and analysis / evaluation of ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ (Component 3, Section B - Written Exam) from the viewpoint of a performer and a designer.

Component 3: Section C Study (Woyzeck / Artaud) (Term 3)
Students will know when to apply different performance / design skills and strategies of approach to exploration, development, performance work and analysis / evaluation of ‘Woyzeck’ taking inspiration from given practitioner Antonin Artaud (Component 3, Section C - Written Exam) from the viewpoint of a director.

	Key Questions
	Introduction to A Level Drama & Theatre (Term 1.1)
Why is improvisation so key to development of ideas when creating Drama? What are the benefits of the strategies of Konstantin Stanislavski, Bertolt Brecht, Antonin Artaud, Jerzy Grotowski, Steven Berkoff, Frantic Assembly, Vsevolod Meyerhold in performance work? Why is it important to have an aim, purpose and intention when devising work?	

Component 1: Devising (Term 1 & 2)
What challenges have you faced in creating your own piece of theatre? How did you overcome the barriers to building your own piece of drama? 
Portfolio statements: 
1. Outline your initial response to the key extract and practitioner and track how it was developed throughout the devising process 
2. Connect your research material/s to key stages in the development process and to performance outcomes
3. Evaluate how your chosen role/s emerged and developed from initial ideas through to the final performance 
4. Analyse how your contribution was influenced by the selected theatre practitioner and/or theatre makers, and the impact live theatre has had on your own practical work 
5. Discuss how social, historical and cultural context has impacted on your work 
6. Evaluate the creative choices you made and whether or not they were successful in performance. 


Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
What are the main themes in ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ and why? How can SCHP contexts further develop approaches to acting / performance? What was Dario Fo’s intentions with this play and why?

Practice Exam Questions, such as:

As a performer, outline how you would use movement and physicality to create impact on the audience in the portrayal of one character in this extract. 
As a designer, outline how the use of set and props could be developed to create impact in this extract. 
Component 3: Section A Study (Live Performance Review) (Term 2)
What is your opinion of the National Theatre’s production from an audience viewpoint? When analysing acting / design what should you consider?

Practice Exam Questions, such as:

Analyse and evaluate the live performance you have seen in light of the following statement: ‘Theatre in the 21st century needs to relate to a wide range of people in order to survive.’ 
Your answer should include 
· analysis and evaluation of key moments from the performance you have seen and the contribution made by different theatre makers 
· offer balanced consideration between your analysis and evaluation of the performance and your response to the statement. 
	Component 3: Section B Study (Accidental Death of an Anarchist) (Term 1 - 3)
What are the main themes in ‘Accidental Death of an Anarchist’ and why? How can SCHP contexts further develop approaches to acting / performance? What was Dario Fo’s intentions with this play and why?

Practice Exam Questions, such as:

As a performer, outline how you would use movement and physicality to create impact on the audience in the portrayal of one character in this extract. 
As a designer, outline how the use of set and props could be developed to create impact in this extract. 
Component 3: Section C Study (Woyzeck / Artaud) (Term 3)
What are the main themes in ‘Woyzeck’ and why? How can SCHP contexts further develop approaches to acting / performance? What was Georg Buchner’s intentions with this play and why? What is your concept? How does this relate to a modern audience?

Practice Exam Questions, such as:

As a director, discuss how you would apply the methodologies of your chosen theatre practitioner to support the playwright’s intentions in your production concept. 

Your answer must focus on the named section listed. 

Your answer must make reference to: 

· the overall aims of your production concept in response to the play as a whole 
· how your practical ideas will work in performance 
· the original performance conditions.
