Here are some suggestions of how to make spelling practice fun: 

• Rainbow writing – write each word out in red, orange, yellow etc 

• Trace the words in the steam at bath time, make the words using magnetic letters or scrabble tiles etc 

• See how many times you can write each word correctly in 1 minute 

• Create sentences containing the words we are learning
