	1.John the Baptist  
John the Baptist, a pivotal figure in the New Testament, was born to Zechariah and Elizabeth, a couple described as righteous and faithful (Luke 1:6). His birth was foretold by the angel Gabriel, who announced to Zechariah that Elizabeth would bear a son, despite her old age. Gabriel instructed Zechariah to name him John, and he would play a crucial role in preparing the way for Jesus. 
Key Prophecy: John’s mission was to call people to repentance and prepare their hearts for the coming Messiah. He lived in the wilderness, leading a life of simplicity and devotion. His message emphasised the need for spiritual renewal and baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
Biblical Quotes: 
Luke 1:16-17 (NIV): "Many of the people of Israel will he bring back to the Lord their God. And he will go on before the Lord, in the spirit and power of Elijah, to turn the hearts of the parents to their children and the disobedient to the wisdom of the righteous—to make ready a people prepared for the Lord." 
Matthew 3:2 (NIV): "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near." 
Lessons: John's life was the answer to thousands of years of prophecy and waiting for something to happen. Patience is important in life, sometimes even if we wish for things to go our way, we have to wait for the right time and place.

	2. John the Baptist  
The Story of John the Baptist: His Role with Jesus and His Ministry 
John the Baptist is known as the forerunner of Jesus, tasked with preparing the way for the Messiah. His ministry focused on repentance and baptism, emphasising the need for spiritual renewal among the people. John boldly proclaimed the coming of Jesus, calling individuals to turn away from sin and toward God. 
Key Moments: 
When Jesus approached John to be baptised, John recognised Him as the one he had been preparing for. Despite his initial hesitation, he consented to baptise Jesus, an act that symbolised the beginning of Jesus' public ministry. 
Biblical Quotes: 
John 1:29 (NIV): "The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, 'Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!'" 
Matthew 3:11 (NIV): "I baptise you with water for repentance. But after me comes one who is more powerful than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptise you with the Holy Spirit and fire." 
John’s ministry was characterised by humility and a strong focus on Jesus’ greatness, demonstrating that his purpose was to lead others to Christ rather than seek personal glory. 
Lesson: John the Baptist the importance of humility, service, and preparation. Just as John prepared the way for Jesus, they can prepare their hearts to follow God and encourage others to do the same. Despite his faithful service and bold proclamation of God's truth, John was ultimately beheaded at Herod's birthday feast, a martyr for his unwavering commitment to righteousness. 
Legacy: John's death underscored his dedication to God and the message he preached. His life and sacrifice became a powerful testament to the importance of standing firm in one's beliefs, even in the face of adversity. 
Biblical Quotes: 
Matthew 14:10 (NIV): "He ordered that John be brought to him and beheaded in the prison." 
Mark 6:29 (NIV): "On hearing of this, John’s disciples came and took his body and laid it in a tomb." 
John's legacy continues to inspire many as a fearless advocate for truth and righteousness, emphasising the significance of fulfilling one's divine purpose. 
Lesson: John the Baptist the value of courage and integrity. His story teaches them to stand up for what is right, even when it is difficult, and to remain faithful to their beliefs. It reminds them that their actions can have a lasting impact, encouraging them to live authentically and to support others in their pursuit of truth. What would you be willing to die for?

	7. The Lord's Prayer (Matthew 6:5-15) 
Summary: Jesus provides a model for prayer, focusing on God’s holiness, provision, and forgiveness.

	11. The Wise and Foolish Builders (Matthew 7:24-27) 
Summary: Jesus compares those who listen to His teachings to wise builders on rock versus foolish builders on sand.

Summary: Jesus summarizes the Law and Prophets with the command to treat others as you want to be treated.

	21th April 
	Introduction to the Book of Psalms and 
1. Psalm 23:1-4

	4. Psalm 121:1-2
