	The Speck and The Log - Matthew 7:1-5
· Summary/Moral: Jesus warns against judging others for tiny faults (“a speck”) while ignoring your own big flaws (“a log”). Focus on self-improvement first.
· Key Question: What’s a “log” in your life you need to address before judging someone else?


	17/11
	The Divided Kingdom - Matthew 12:24-30
· Summary/Moral: Jesus says a kingdom divided against itself falls. Evil can’t fight evil—good must unite to overcome it.
· Key Question: Where do you division in your school/friendships, and how could you help bridge it?

	24/11
	New Cloth on Old Garment - Matthew 9:16-17
· Summary/Moral: Patching old clothes with new fabric ruins both. Jesus teaches that his message is fresh—it can’t just be “patched” onto old, rigid ways of thinking.
· Key Question: What’s an old habit or attitude you need to replace instead of just “patching” it?

	The Sower - Matthew 13:1-23
· Summary/Moral: A farmer sows seeds that fall on different types of ground (path, rocky soil, thorns, good soil). Only the seeds in good soil grow well. This teaches that people respond to God’s message in different ways, and we should strive to be like "good soil"—open, understanding, and faithful.
· Key Question: "What kind of ‘soil’ are you right now—distracted, shallow, crowded with worries, or open to growth? What one change could help you become ‘good soil’?"

	8/12
	The Weeds Among the Wheat - Matthew 13:24-30
· Summary/Moral: A farmer’s enemy sows weeds among his wheat. At harvest, they’re separated—wheat kept, weeds burned. This shows that good and evil exist together now, but God will judge rightly in the end.
· Key Question: "When you see injustice or fake people, do you let it make you bitter or focus on being true to yourself? Why?"

	The Leaven/ Yeast - Matthew 13:33-34
· Summary/Moral: A little yeast spreads through dough, just as God’s influence can transform the world quietly.
· Key Question: "How could you quietly influence your friends or family for the better this week?"

	Hidden Treasure - Matthew 13:44
· Summary/Moral: A man finds treasure in a field and sells everything to buy the field. God’s kingdom is worth more than anything.
· Key Question: "What’s something you value so much you’d give up other things for it? Is it worth it?"


	19/01
	Pearl of Great Price - Matthew 13:45-46
· Summary/Moral: A merchant sells all he has to buy one perfect pearl. Like the treasure, this shows the priceless value of God’s kingdom.
· Key Question: : "What’s your ‘pearl’—a dream, relationship, or belief— what are you doing to pursue it?"


	26/01
	The Net - Matthew 13:47-50
· Summary/Moral: A net catches all kinds of fish; good ones are kept, bad ones thrown away. Like the weeds, this teaches final judgment.
· Key Question: "If your life were ‘sorted’ like fish in a net, what choices would put you on the right side?"

	02/02
	The Heart of Man - Matthew 15:10-20
· Summary/Moral: Jesus teaches that it’s not what goes into a person’s mouth (like food) that makes them unclean, but what comes out—evil thoughts, lies, and harmful actions. True "dirtiness" comes from a corrupt heart.
· Key Question: Would you be embarrassed if everyone heard your private thoughts? Work on cleaning up your attitude, not just your image.


	09/02
	The Lost Sheep - Matthew 18:10-14
· Summary/Moral: A shepherd leaves 99 sheep to search for one lost one. When he finds it, he rejoices more over that one than the others. God cares deeply for every person, especially those who feel alone or off track.
· Key Question: "Who in your life feels ‘lost’ or left out How could you show them they matter?"

	23/02
	The Unforgiving Servant - Matthew 18:23-35
· Summary/Moral: Servants invest their master’s money—two succeed, one hides it and fails. Use your gifts wisely.
· Key Question: "Who do you need to forgive—even if they don’t ‘deserve’ it—to free yourself from anger?"


	02/03
	Laborers in the Vineyard - Matthew 20:1-16
· Summary/Moral: Workers hired at different times all get the same pay, showing God’s grace isn’t "earned" but given generously.
· Key Question: "When have you compared yourself to others and felt unfair? How could you focus on gratitude instead?"


	09/03
	The Two Sons - Matthew 21:28-32
· Summary/Moral: One son says he won’t work but does; the other says he will but doesn’t. Actions matter more than words.
· Key Question: "Are you more likely to say the right thing or do the right thing? Give an example."


	16/03
	The Tenant Farmers - Matthew 21:33-45
· Summary/Moral: Tenants kill the landowner’s son to steal the vineyard. This warns against rejecting God’s messengers (like Jesus).
· Key Question: "How do you react when someone (e.g., a parent/teacher) corrects you? Do you listen or rebel?"


	23/03
	Marriage Feast or Great Banquet - Matthew 22:1-14
· Summary/Moral: Guests refuse a king’s invite, so others invited instead. One guest isn’t dressed properly and is thrown out. God invites everyone, but we must respond rightly.
· Key Question: "What excuses do you make for missing out on good opportunities (e.g., laziness, fear)?"

	Ten Talents or Gold Coins - Matthew 25:14-30
· Summary/Moral: Servants invest their master’s money—two succeed, one hides it and fails. Use your gifts wisely.
· Key Question: "What’s a talent or skill you’re hiding or wasting? How could you use it this week?"

	27/04
	Moral stories from around the world. 
1. The Cracked Pot (India)
Story: A water carrier had two pots—one perfect, one cracked. The cracked pot leaked, but the carrier planted flowers along its side of the path. Over time, they bloomed beautifully.
Moral: Your "flaws" can create unexpected beauty.
Bible Link: 2 Corinthians 12:9 – "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness."
Connection: Like the pot that watered flowers through its cracks, Paul celebrates how God uses our weaknesses for good.


	04/05
	2. The Lion and the Shepherd ( East)
Story: A lion spared a shepherd who once removed a thorn from its paw. Years later, the shepherd was arrested and thrown to lions—only to be recognized by the same lion, who refused to eat him.
Moral: Kindness is never wasted..
Bible Link: Proverbs 19:17 – "Whoever is kind to the poor lends to the Lord."
Connection: Just as the lion remembered kindness, Jesus taught that helping others is like serving (Matthew 25:40).

	11/05
	The Empty Boat (China, Taoist)
Story: A man gets angry when an empty boat drifts into his. Later, he laughs realizing there was no one to blame.
Moral: Don’t take things personally.
Bible Link: Proverbs 19:11 – "A person’s wisdom yields patience; it is to one’s glory to overlook an offense."
Connection: Jesus modelled this when he forgave those who crucified him (Luke 23:34). Not taking things personally brings peace.

	18/05
	The Fox and the Hedgehog (Aesop’s Fable)
Story: A fox knows many tricks; a hedgehog knows one (rolling into a spiky ball). When attacked, the hedgehog survives by sticking to its one defence.
Moral: Focus on what you do best.
Bible Link: 1 Corinthians 12:4-6 – "There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit."
Connection: Like the hedgehog’s one defence, Paul teaches we all have unique strengths to contribute.

	May Half term

	01/06
	The Bamboo and the Oak (Japan)
Story: In a storm, rigid oak trees snap while flexible bamboo bends—and survives.
Moral: Resilience comes from adaptability.
Bible Link: James 1:2-4 – "The testing of your faith produces perseverance."
Connection: Bamboo’s flexibility mirrors how Christians grow through trials (like Joseph’s resilience in Genesis). You could also link it to the wise/ foolish man who build their house on the rock/sand.


	08/06
	7. The Monkey and the Fish (Brazilian Folktale)
Story: A monkey "rescues" a fish by putting it in a tree, not realizing it needs water.
Moral: Good intentions aren’t enough—understand others’ needs.
Bible Link: Philippians 24 – "Look not only to your own interests, but to the interests of others."
Connection: Like the monkey’s misguided "help," Jesus taught to serve others their way (washing feet in John 13).

	15/06
	8. The Boy Who Cried Wolf (Greece)
Classic Twist: Update it for social media—a teen keeps posting fake emergencies for attention, so when a real crisis happens, no one believes them.
Moral: Lies destroy trust.
Bible Link: Colossians 3:9 – "Do not lie to each other."
Connection: Proverbs 12:22 says God "detests lying lips" but delights in honesty.

	22/06
	9. The Stone Soup (Europe)
Story: A hungry traveller convinces villagers to each contribute one ingredient to his "stone soup"—creating a meal for all.
Moral: Cooperation abundance.
Bible Link: Ecclesiastes 4:9 – "Two are better than one… If either falls, one can help the other up."
Connection: The early church shared everything (Acts 2:44-45), just as villagers shared ingredients.


	29/06
	10. The Tiger’s Whisker (Korea)
Story: A woman must get a whisker from a wild tiger to cure her husband. Through patience and daily food offerings, she succeeds.
Moral: Patience and persistence conquer fear.
Bible Link: Hebrews 10:36 – "You need to persevere so that… you will receive what he has promised."
Connection: Like the woman’s patience with the tiger, Jesus taught persistent prayer (Luke 18:-8).
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
